June–July: Student and Parent Orientation sessions.

July: VOLXpress statement of student fees e-mailed  
from the Bursar’s Office.

August 3: Roommate assignments e-mailed to  
students who will be living on campus.

•		� If your confirmation and deposit are not received online or postmarked by May 1, 2012, your 
offer of admission will be cancelled.

step three: Campus housing & orientation

•	�	� All single, enrolled freshmen who do not commute from the primary residence of their parent or 
legal guardian are required to live in university residence halls.

•	�	� Your housing contract confirmation and preferences selection information will be sent to your UT 
e-mail account, shortly after you have paid your enrollment confirmation deposit. Important 
information for students who wish to appeal to commute will be included in the e-mail, as well.

•		� You may confirm your housing/dining contract at any time, but the earlier the better. Priority for 
housing assignment is based on the date your enrollment confirmation deposit is received. 

•		 Confirm your contract and complete the preferences information to receive an assignment.
